1.  Both Risk Management forms are due now.


***Please keep players from hanging on the goals.  They are not permanent goals and there has been another death due to a goal falling on a player.

2.  Pictures:  If you want your team to take group and individual pictures, you need to sign up with me.  They will be taken at Tourian's Studio on Fridays April 11th and 18th and each team will have a 15 minute session.  Parents will pay that night but are not obligated to buy anything.

3.  Rosters


a.  Have yellow sheets at all games


***b.  Call parents and tell them the 1st night of practice is Thursday, March 27.


***c.  Please advise parents of the website and that there will be regular game, Half-time game and picture schedules posted by Friday March 14.

4.  Games and some Rules:  The complete set of guidelines can be found on www.weatherfordsoccerclub.org.  Click on "Coaches", then scroll down to "U6 Rules"


a.  Check field for trash and holes before the game.



b.  All games are at 6:00 pm.


c.  4 quarters at 8 minutes each ( 2 minutes between each quarter )


      half time is 5 minutes


d. We used to number the fields 1-4.  We are now going to use the official numbers 8-11 (from north to south).  A field map is in your packet.


e.  ALL PLAYERS MUST HAVE SHIN GUARDS.  If a player forgets theirs, they may share with another player on the team.


f. No goalies and no scores kept.



g.  There are no throw-ins, only kick-ins.  You might want to let players that don't get to kick the ball much do the kick-ins for you.


h.  If a team doesn't have all players, the opposing team may "loan" players to them.


i.  If it is really cold or neither team has many players, the quarters may be shortened to take stress off the players.


j.  Cleats are optional. 


k.  Any coach has the right to ask a parent to behave. (language, attitude etc.)


l.  Snacks are at half-time only.


m.  Bring a watch or stop watch to time your quarters.

5.  Schedules:


a. The schedule is not made out yet..  It will be placed on the web and you will be notified when it is done.  Hard copies will be available at the 1st night of practice.


b. If you want, retype a schedule that only has games for your team on it.


c.  Make a snack schedule and give one to each parent.


d.  If you need to cancel a game, call the other coach as soon as possible.


e.  When you reschedule, let me know so I can be sure to get the gates open for you and make sure there is an open field for you.

**5.  Weather: 


a.  In the past, I have been the one to call off games.  This will be different this year.  The coaches will be the ones to call off the game.  Both coaches should bear the responsibility of calling the other to reschedule.


b.  Do not play a game if there is lightning visible.  Rain, cold and wind are ok, but not lightning.

**6. Rescheduling A Game:   If a game is cancelled, please notify me as soon as possible.  I will let you know if there is a field available when you need it and make sure the gates are open.

7.  T-shirts will be handed out on 1st (and only night) of practice.

a.  www.weatherfordsoccerclub.org  (Click on "Coaches" or another appropriate link.

9.  Half-time games: ***Tell your parents to tell the gate keeper why they are there.  



    None of you should be charged to get in.


a.  They will be played during the half-time of the High School girls' soccer games.


b.  The schedule will be on the website and hard copies will be available at the 1st night of practice.


c.  Be there before 6:00 with some parent helpers to drag goals to the side of the field.


d.  If you want to use cones for goals, no dragging goals necessary.


e.  The game will last 10 minutes only and needs to start as soon as possible after half-time begins.  No snacks necessary.


f.  No half-time.


g.  Drag goals back when done.

a.  Saturday, May 3 from around 8:30 to 2:00


b.  You will be notified of the items each team will need to bring.  You will be responsible for notifying each parent of what to bring.


c.  Each team will play at least 2 games and each player will receive a medal.


d.  Hot dogs, drinks, chips and dessert will be served to all players, families and coaches.
